Steve Bachman, Director of Office Operations, had no report for this month. 
Forrest Wessner III, Director of Parks and Recreation, said the Northwestern Recreation Commission did not hold a meeting in December. Don Link and Daryl Schaffer are reviewing the bylaws.
David Fink, Director of Public Works, reported he attended the public officials luncheon in Harrisburg. He said CoStars will have the new international truck specifications available in two months.
Kevin Huber, Road Superintendent, reviewed his road report. 
Daniel Stonehouse, Administrator/Zoning Officer, presented his report stating he is getting titles and tags for the vehicles that need them. A meeting to review the final draft of the codification is needed. The Board agreed to hold a special meeting on the first Thursday in February at 7:30pm to review the codification. Janice Bortz will advertise the meeting.
Roy Stewart, Township Engineer, said that his report items are agenda items.
Held, Reppert and Stephens - Lot Line Adjustment - Final - Plan represented by Scot Dietrich of Beitler Surveying and Susan Held. The dedication note was signed by all the owners. The sewage planning module is at DEP for review. Dan Stonehouse said the applicant will need a determination letter from FEMA to build on the site, at the time the building permit is requested. Motion by Steve Bachman, seconded by Forrest Wessner III to approve the plan dated revised 11/25/09 as final conditioned on the receipt of the letter of approval from DEP for the sewage planning module. Motion carried.
Motion by Steve Bachman, seconded by Forrest Wessner III to have Atty. Waters proceed with speaking to the property owners regarding the easements and property appraisals for the replacement of Hunters Hill Bridge. Motion carried.
Motion by Forrest Wessner III, seconded by Steve Bachman to have Dan Stonehouse proceed with getting appraisals for the two parcels of the Handwerk property with each appraisal not exceeding the cost of $150.00. Motion carried.

The Board asked Dan Stonehouse to provide the planning commission with copies of the proposed recreation fee ordinance for their comments.

Dan Stonehouse informed the Board that Craig Fenoff spoke on a television news program about his property being used as a membership club. Mr. Stonehouse sent a letter to Mr. Fenoff telling him he would need to have a subdivision done and a land development plan approved before he could apply for a permit for a membership club.

Motion by Forrest Wessner III, seconded by Steve Bachman to have Lehigh County print the 2010 real estate bills and mail them as in previous years. Motion carried.

Atty. Waters said the EIT resolution contains mostly changes to definitions to comply with the new law. Motion by Steve Bachman, seconded by Forrest Wessner III to adopt Resolution #2010-12 - Amend Earned Income Tax Bureau regulations. Motion carried.

Steve Bachman said there is an opening for the position of chair of the EAC. John Metrick has stepped down after many years of service. The Board thanked Mr. Metrick for all the work and time he put in as EAC Chair. Mr. Bachman said a bulletin board will be installed in the hallway for the EAC to post public information.

Public Comment: Resident Charlie Perich asked if the codification book was adopted. David Fink said it was not adopted but is being reviewed. Mr. Perich referenced “puppy for sale” signs that had been taken down by Dan Stonehouse. Mr. Stonehouse said he took them down and was following the current ordinance. Resident Carl Breininger asked about comptime hours being taken by Janice Bortz and Dan Stonehouse. The Board thanked him for his comments. Resident John Zellner stated that the Board needs to think about the township liability in regards to the Handwerk property. Kevin Huber asked what the Board expected from the part time road crew worker. The Board wants an employee who will be on call for snow emergencies, be available to mow in the spring and summer and possibly help with large road projects. The deadline for submitting an application for employment is January 29th. 
Motion by Forrest Wessner III, seconded by Steve Bachman to adjourn the meeting at 8:05pm. Motion carried.
