The Heidelberg Township Board of Supervisors held a workshop meeting at 7:00pm at the Municipal Building, 6272 Route 309, New Tripoli PA 18066. Present were Supervisors Steve Bachman and Forrest Wessner III, Secretary-Treasurer Janice Bortz, Township Administrator Dan Stonehouse and Road Superintendent Kevin Huber. Steve Bachman was acting chairman in David Fink’s absence.
The Board began reviewing the changes made to the employee handbook from page 16, the last paragraph about vacation pay. Regarding vacation days: the Board agreed that after 5 years of service the employee would accumulate 1 day for every 2 years of service completed with a maximum of 20 days vacation after 15 years of service. Dan Stonehouse will reword this section that “after years of service” will mean “anniversary date” of the date the employee was hired and also look into the accrual of vacation days. The Board agreed to change the first paragraph from “may be taken singularly or in increments of no less than half a day” to “may be taken singularly or at a minimum of two hour increments”. Under Personal Days add “may be taken at a minimum of two hour increments”. It was suggested to use Paid Time Off (PTO) instead of personal days and sick days. No decision was made. The Board will continue this workshop meeting on December 9, 2010 at 7:00pm beginning with page 19. 
The workshop was adjourned at 7:30pm.

Steve Bachman, Director of Office Operations, had nothing new to report.
Forrest Wessner III, Director of Parks and Recreation, reported on the Northwestern Recreation Commission meeting.
David Fink, Director of Public Works, was not present. 
Kevin Huber, Road Superintendent, gave his road report. He said a new snow plow was purchased.
Daniel Stonehouse, Administrator/Zoning Officer, said he attended the compost facility meeting and that most municipalities are looking at going regional with composting. He recommended that the township does not participate due to the cost. He will contact Washington Township to see what is happening with their facility and any costs to Heidelberg Township if we continue using it. Mr. Stonehouse reported that the LVPC Access Management program needs township volunteers including 1 or 2 planning commission members, 1 supervisor, 1 staff member, the zoning officer and the township engineer. David Fink already volunteered as the supervisor. Forrest Wessner III said he would be the alternate for David. Kevin Huber as road superintendent will be the staff member. The planning commission members will be asked about volunteering. 
Roy Stewart, Township Engineer, was not present.
EAC report: No one from the EAC was present. Janice Bortz will contact the EAC reminding them of the EAC report agenda item.
Subdivision/Land Development: None
Proposed KNOX box ordinance: Dan Stonehouse incorporated fire chief Jay Scheffler’s comments. Discussion ensued regarding compliance by existing businesses or only new businesses and having an opt in / opt out option for businesses. Mr. Stonehouse will contact the fire company to see if a representative would attend a supervisor’s meeting to discuss this ordinance.
Sign Ordinance: The Board suggested changes to the revised sign ordinance: (4) should state “Township businesses are permitted off-premise signs...location.” There was discussion about (4) 3. and whether it should be “one off-premise sign per property” or “one off-premise sign every 500ft”. The Board decided signs should be a maximum of 9 square feet in size and non-illuminated. Also wording should be added that signs can not be in the clear sight triangle. Mr. Stonehouse will revise the ordinance for the next meeting.

Proposed 2011 budget: Motion by Steve Bachman, seconded by Forrest Wessner III to increase the rental fee for the EIT office from $8,000 to $8,500 for 2011. Motion carried. Steve Bachman read from the Northwestern Ambulance Corp letter requesting a donation of $7,500 for debt reduction. The Board agreed that the $3,660 for opti-con sensors for the three ambulances would be paid from the First Star Bank donation. Resident Carl Breininger asked why there were discrepancies in some the of figures on the budget pages. Dan Stonehouse said that the totals page had some bad links and that the individual spreadsheets were correct. Janice Bortz asked that the line item 403.310 be changed from “commission” to “committee” and the amount be increased to $1,200 to match the LTCC budget. The Board agreed to a 0.1 mil real estate tax increase. Motion by Forrest Wessner III, seconded by Steve Bachman to make the changes to the budget and advertise for adoption for the next meeting. Motion carried.
Employee Handbook: The Board held a workshop meeting prior to this meeting and continued reviewing the employee handbook. The meeting was continued until 7:00pm December 9, 2010 prior to the regular meeting.
Pension Fund – IRS Determination letter: Tabled due to Atty. Waters not being present.

Policy for mandated CDL driving hours: Tabled due to Atty. Waters not being present.

Traffic signal costs: Dan Stonehouse said he will contact PennDOT after the 30 day test period. The township will contract with Telco for the signal maintenance. Mr. Stonehouse will send a copy of the fire company’s opti-con sensors quote to the ambulance corps and the ambulance corps’ quote to the fire company for comparison. He sent a letter to Lowhill Township requesting a donation to cover some of the opti-con sensors cost.  

Heidelberg Township Code section 15-402 change regarding Central Road: Kevin Huber suggested adding “Central Road from between Hunsicker Road and Bake Oven Road” to the list of roads that no parking is allowed. There is a blind corner and people park their vehicles on the road right-of-way. Motion by Forrest Wessner III, seconded by Steve Bachman to have Atty. Waters add this ordinance change to the ordinances for advertising. Motion carried.
Telco contract for flashing signal: Motion by Forrest Wessner III, seconded by Steve Bachman to accept the quote from Telco for the traffic signal maintenance contract. Motion carried.

Public Comment: Resident Paula Fenstermacher asked if the township monitors the recycling center. She said that junk such as a fish tank has been dumped in the bins. The Board said the cameras record on a loop and if there is a complaint the video is reviewed. Resident Carl Breininger asked why the stop signs have been installed at the three-way stop above Lazarus and Miles Miller. Kevin Huber said the township only asked that the banks be cut back for better sight distance and PennDOT installed stop signs. Resident Arnold Metzger commented on the recycling center and recyclables from outside of the township. 
Correspondence: Janice Bortz read from a letter received from the Social Security Administration regarding pre-retirement seminars being held which are free and open to the public. 
Motion by Forrest Wessner III, seconded by Steve Bachman to adjourn the meeting at 9:05pm. Motion carried.
