Unapproved minutes









February 4, 2010
The Heidelberg Township Board of Supervisors held a special meeting at 7:30pm at the Municipal Building, 6272 Route 309, New Tripoli PA 18066. Present were Supervisors David Fink, Steve Bachman, Forrest Wessner III, Secretary-Treasurer Janice Bortz, Township Administrator Daniel Stonehouse and Road Superintendent Kevin Huber.
Public comment on agenda items: Resident Carl Breininger suggested that when an ordinance is being changed to leave the printed copy in tact and cross out was is being changed making for easier understanding of the changes.
Executive Session: David Fink said that an executive session was held Tuesday, February 2nd to review the applications for road worker. Another executive session was held prior to this meeting to interview applicants for the road worker position. Motion by Steve Bachman, seconded by Forrest Wessner III to offer employment to Scott Christman as a part-time equipment operator at $12.50 per hour as set at the reorganization meeting. Motion carried.

Review final draft of codification of ordinances: Dan Stonehouse handed out a report documenting the previously reviewed changes to be made to various ordinances within the codification. The Board’s comments follow:

- Page 10-7 Section 10-303 - 5. change “lice” to “ice”. 5.a. subsection “B” should be subsection “b”.


- Section 203 - D. 2. remove entire paragraph.


- Page 21-18 - Do not delete Hillside Road, reverse Hillside should be under New Name not Existing Name.


- Page 23-20 - change “swear” to “sewer”.


- Page 23-26 - add “be” between “must recorded” and change “das” to “days”.

- Page 23-27 - change “Regional” to “Region”.


- Page 23-29 - Add “be” between “ shall in”.


- Page 23-32 - change “One and ½ inch Superpave” to “Two inches Superpave”.


- Page 23-47 - Section 23-502.1.B - change “with not” to “without”.

- Page 27-68.7 C. remove last line “No such sign shall be posted earlier…to which is relates.” Resident Carl Breininger said it is illegal to put a maximum on how long political signs can be displayed. Dan Stonehouse said this section does not apply to political signs just other campaign signs. 

- Section 27.1003.10 - g. after #4. add “5. Signs of general interest to the public” or similar wording and allow to be up for 60 days. This is in reference to “puppies for sale” signs.

Dan Stonehouse said the planning commission suggested waiting to review the Lehigh Valley Planning Commission comments regarding the zoning ordinance until a later date. The Board agreed. Motion by Steve Bachman, seconded by Forrest Wessner III to adopt the changes as discussed in reviewing Dan’s 7 pages, KCE’s comments and the LVPC comments. Motion carried. Dan will make the changes discussed and speak with Atty. Waters on the proper advertising procedure. 
Public Comment: Steve Bachman mentioned that Dan Stonehouse’s computer is shutting down while he is working on it. Dan said he is running Word 97 and it is not working correctly. Resident Carl Breininger said that a place in Kutztown rebuilds Air Products computers and sells them at a reasonable cost. Motion by David Fink, seconded by Forrest Wessner III to authorize Dan and Steve to look into purchasing a replacement computer for Dan up to a cost of $500.00. Motion carried.

Motion by Steve Bachman, seconded by Forrest Wessner III to adjourn the meeting at 8:40pm. Motion carried.
